Burnside Primary School OSHC welcomes you and your child to service and hope that the time your family spends with us will be most enjoyable and rewarding.

Our Service has been “Accredited” on four different occasions over the last eight years and rated High Quality on all occasions for all eight areas of care.
Bookings

A limited number of spaces are available on each day determined by Licensing and Standards. Once these spaces have been filled no extra bookings can be taken so please book early to avoid disappointment.

Enrolment Forms

It is a legal requirement that all forms be completed every Vacation Program.

Apart from legal requirements this process enables us to compile all “enrolment ” and “medical forms” into a bound  book to accompany us on excursions.

Please submit forms as early as possible to enable our staff to prepare appropriate documents. Late enrolments take valuable staff time away from caring for children to processing paperwork – a time consuming process.

Fees

Provision of Master Card/Visa is essential to secure your booking. If enrolling parent/carer does not have access to a card facility full payment via cash/cheque or eftpos is required.

Total cost is $50 per day per child. This includes the cost of the venue we are visiting and private coach expenses.
Child Care Benefit fee reductions are available for those who are eligible as a discount on the fee amount.

ALL families are ELIGIBLE for the 50% Rebate the government offers . All you need to do is provide the centre with your families Customer Reference Numbers and the enrolling parents date of birth.

Provision has been made in the enrolment forms for this information.

Cancellation
One weeks notice is necessary and no charges will occur. With less than one weeks notice if we can fill your child’s spot no charges will be made. If we can’t fill your child’s spot half fee charges will occur. Children who are sick and have a doctor’s certificate will not be charged.

A late booking fee of $5 will apply to all forms received after the last Friday of Term 4. This does not apply to additional bookings received throughout the holidays.
Please inform the centre immediately when you realize your child will not be attending on a “booked” day to enable us to offer their spot to children on waiting lists and to alter staffing arrangements accordingly.

Please remember children who are not well should not attend the service.

Lunch/Recess

Our service does not provide LUNCH unless otherwise stated on our program for a particular day. Please ensure adequate food is packed each day. Afternoon tea is always provided usually with children helping to prepare food.

Our service follows a HEALTHY EATING POLICY and we encourage families to provide lunch and snacks accordingly.
Please NO NOODLES on days when we are out of the Centre for lunch.
Pocket Money

Please only provide pocket money for spending on excursions where it is specified on the program. We feel this is in fairness to all our children. We suggest no more $5 per child as a “safe and practical” amount.
